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Happy November! This is a month where we give 

thanks for what we have and who we have in our 

lives. I hope all residents and staff are able to gather 

with loved ones at some point throughout this month 

to re-group and reflect on the positive things that have 

been going on in their lives. This month I will cele-

brate my daughter’s one year birthday, which also 

makes me grateful for being able to be a part of 

providing an environment where Villa residents are 

able to feel supported and secure.  

 

This Thanksgiving, we are still unable to have guests 

in our dining room. If you plan to be out with family, 

please be mindful that we are still in a pandemic. We 

ask that you refrain from being around others who are 

sick, and that you stay in your apartment if you are 

feeling sick. While our testing protocols have changed 

over the last few months, we are still required to do 

contact tracing with any positive COVID exposure. In 

the past month, we were able to do minimal contact 

tracing testing due to residents or staff following 

proper infection control procedures. 

 

 In October, we held our first COVID booster shot 

clinic. If you missed this opportunity, we will 

(tentatively) be offering another clinic on Wednesday, 

November 17th from 10am-11am.  I will get more 

information out to residents as it becomes solidified, 

but we will have another opportunity for those who 

missed our first clinic, or who received the Moderna 

shot and did not have the chance to get the Pfizer 

booster.  We have received official guidance that it is 

okay to receive the Pfizer OR Moderna booster, re-

gardless of which manufacturer you received for your 

first round of shots. Updated guidance also indicates 

that if you are 2 months out from your one dose of 

J&J, you are eligible to receive either the Pfizer or 

Moderna booster. If you are 6 months out from your 

2nd dose of either Pfizer or Moderna, you are eligible 

to receive either booster as well.  

 

Last March, I announced in this newsletter that our 

campus name would be changing to Apple Valley 

Village. With the pandemic taking a toll on many 

things, the official rollout was also postponed. This 

month, we would like to announce the Augustana Ap-

ple Valley Health Care Center and Apple Valley Vil-

la’s campus name has officially changed to Apple 

Valley Village. This encompasses the entire campus

Adult Day. You will see the new campus logos on 

some of our communication materials going 

forward, and we are working on signage.
